Summary of the MTR

October 10th and 11th, 2007 in Hamburg

The MTR intended to analyze the work already done and the preliminary findings made by the project; it also intended to assess and focus ERIDWATCH next year action towards some more precise issues in connection with relationship between RIs and industry.
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Main findings, conclusions and discussions:

After the presentation on our organization and on mounting phase of the project (PL ERIDwatchMTRHamburg11octPhL-Vfinal.pdf):

- Creation of Mirror Group, Advisory Group and Industrial Group,

- Definition of WP1 (benchmarking of best practices), WP2 (RIs market studies), WP3 (Dissemination action),

- Main findings and outcomes,

The three Work Packages leaders presented the preliminary results of their work 
(ERID WP1 11.10.07 KHK.pdf, WP2Presentation_Hamburg_11_10_7_final_version.pdf, wp3_riise_071011.pdf).

Then the Advisory Committee approved the work already done and presented its main conclusions on the activity performed till now (ERID-Watch Advisory Committee.pdf): 

· Content of work: they said that the statistics had to be enhanced carefully for second half of the project (WP2) and recommended to focus the WP1 on cases of “best practices” and “success stories”.

· Presentation of work : the AC members wished that the executive summaries of deliverables D2 and D5 be shorter with more clearly identified messages towards EC ; this is our main goal for second year of ERIDWATCH and this will be the main part of WP3 group activity.

So after a general discussion in the afternoon taking into account a lot of comments,
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Here after are some main topics and recommendations for ERIDWATCH (PL ERIDwatchMTRHamburgNextYear11octPhL-Vfinal.pdf):

· enlarge the considered industrial sectors

· focus questionnaires on industrial main worries about risk sharing

· rise the number of interviews (especially  SMEs )

· enhance the analysis of the situation of RIs sitting in the new 15 eastern Member States

In parallel to this reviewing activity, the Executive board members invited the European Investment Bank which made a very interesting presentation on the Risk Sharing activity (20071011_ERID_Watch_Hamburg_EIB.pdf). EIB will now join the project as an expert-partner and will see how to help us in providing interesting recommendations towards EC as far as risk sharing is concerned.

The EB members also invited an ERAWATCH representative who opened new opportunities for the outcome of ERIDWATCH dissemination plan.

By the end of MTR, a proposal of a future project called up to now BERID (meaning “Beyond ERIDWATCH”) has been presented; it could apply for a FP7 call and it would include an activity focussed on the analysis of the feasibility of the main recommendations that ERIDWATCH will produce by end of 2008 (BeyondERID-watch-Vweb.pdf).
